Throwing an object or allowing it to fall from height is a criminal offence and the residents concerned shall be
liable to a fine or imprisonment. If you are planning to carry out renovation works for your unit, you should also be aware
of both the flat owner and the renovation contractor will be held legally responsible for any falling objects during the works
(especially external wall works). In order to maintain Bel-Air’s good living environment, Service Centre would appreciate
our residents to be considerate and not to bring potential hazards to our home.

Joint Task Force on Estate Rejuvenation Programme
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Since the Owners® Committee (OC) letter in April 2022 proposing the
“Estate Rejuvenation Programme™ as a study to plan for the long term
building integrity and wellness of the estate, OC and Service Centre have
been working closely to carry out the initial stage of preparatory works.
OC representatives and Service Centre conducted a site visit and meeting
with senior representatives of the Urban Renewal Authority (URA) who is
mandated by the government in this specific discipline on 25 April 2023.
The URA shared updates about market best practices and their repair &
maintenance information platform. Another meeting was held on 29 June,
where Service Centre provided the URA representatives with a list of estate

facilities and shared market information such as unit prices and costs for
reference.

Subsequent meetings are being arranged to continue with the initial studies
and planning necessary details regarding the rejuvenation plan.
